Rules and Special Features 

 
- This is a multi-arts festival featuring fine arts, fine crafts, music and regional and cultural fare. 
 
- All proceeds are used to fund the Sunrise Kiwanis’ children’s and community projects. 
   
- The Festival is juried in order to help assure quality and variety.  Painting, mixed media, 
graphics, printmaking, sculpture, basketry, clay, leather, wood, glass, jewelry, fiber, enamel, 
photography, wearable art, metal works and other ORIGINAL quality artwork will be accepted.  
NO KITS or COMMERCIAL REPRODUCTIONS are allowed.   
All work must be designed and created by the accepted artist. 
 
- **Please send at least 3 photos of artwork in hardcopy or Cd in jpeg format.  These photos will 
be used for publication purposes. Include all contact information, pictures and biography 

material that you would like to have considered for placing in our promotional brochure.  This 

article is a bonus with your paid entry but to be guaranteed inclusion in the promotional 

brochure, information and payment need to be received by March 15, 2009.   
 
- Exhibited work must be of the quality and type shown in submitted photographs or the Festival 
Committee reserves the right to dismiss the exhibitor.  
 
- Set-up for the Festival will be Friday, June 5, 2009 from 6:00pm- 9:00pm and Saturday, June 6, 
2009 from 6:00am – 9:00am.  Tear down will not be allowed before 3:00pm, Sunday, June 7, 
2009 without prior consent of the Festival Chairperson.  
 
- The Sunrise Kiwanis and Festival Committee do their best to ensure the security of the festival 
grounds throughout the weekend but do not recommend leaving highly valuable or easily 
breakable artwork in vendor booths overnight. 
 
- Priority will be given on a first-come basis. 
 
- ***NEW THIS YEAR*** Set-up will take place on the lawn of the Historic Courthouse and 

will require adhering to the following guidelines as set forth by the Lapeer County Building 

and Grounds Department: 
Users of the (Lapeer County Historic Courthouse) grounds shall comply with the following 

requirements: 

a. The grounds shall be protected from damage.  The cost to repair any damage shall be paid by 

the user.  

 

b. No vehicles may be driven on or parked on the grass or the brick pavers. 

 

c. Plywood or other similar material shall be placed as flooring in the work areas of all vendor 

booths to protect grass from damage. (We recommend interlocking foam pieces or indoor/ 

outdoor carpeting) 

 
-* NEW THIS YEAR* Pending approval of a liquor license, we will be allowing wine and 

specialty brew tasting throughout the event, as well as, during the Saturday Evening Street 

Party from 5:00pm – 9:00pm.  We are soliciting feedback from Art Vendors who wish to set-up 

in this prime, fenced-in area.  No additional fees will be incurred this year, however, it will 

require a commitment for manning your booth throughout the Saturday Evening event. 

Available slots will be given on a first-response basis.  
 
_________Yes, I would like to be included in the prime, fenced-in Party area and I understand 
that this will require that I operate my booth throughout the Street Party festivities from 5:00 pm 
– 9:00pm on Saturday, June 6, 2009.
